Directions to Wilmington Campus:

The Arsht Conference Center is located on the Wilmington Campus at 2600-2800 Pennsylvania Avenue, Wilmington, DE  19806, 302-573-4500.

From Philadelphia and points north: Take I-95S to Wilmington Exit 7N (Delaware Ave and Rte. 52). Turn right onto Delaware Avenue and move into left lane – go to next light and bear left onto Pennsylvania Avenue, Rte 52 North. Proceed north on Rte. 52 for 1.5 miles. At Pennsylvania Avenue and Greenhill Avenue (Devon Condominium on right  and Emanuel Baptist Church on left) proceed through intersection to next light – make a left turn onto campus.

From Washington/Baltimore and points south: Take I-95N to Wilmington Exit 7 (Delaware Ave and Rte. 52). Turn left onto Delaware Avenue and stay in left lane – go two blocks (two lights) and bear left onto Pennsylvania Avenue, Rte 52 North. Proceed north on Rte. 52 for 1.5 miles. At Pennsylvania Avenue and Greenhill Avenue (Devon Condominium on right  and Emanuel Baptist Church on left) proceed through intersection to next light – make a left turn onto campus.

From the New Jersey Turnpike and points north: From the Delaware Memorial Bridge, take I-95S to I-95N to Wilmington Exit 7N (Delaware Ave and Rte. 52). Turn right onto Delaware Avenue and move into left lane – go to next light and bear left onto Pennsylvania Avenue, Rte 52 North. Proceed north on Rte. 52 for 1.5 miles. At Pennsylvania Avenue and Greenhill Avenue (Devon Condominium on right  and Emanuel Baptist Church on left) proceed through intersection to next light – make a left turn onto campus.

From Dover and points south: Take Rte. 13 into Wilmington (Alt. 13 Walnut Street). Pass Amtrak Station and continue north on Alt. 13 Walnut St. to 12th and Walnut Streets. Turn left onto 12th Street and proceed to Delaware Ave. Move into left lane and continue onto Pennsylvania Avenue, Rte. 52 North. Proceed north on Rte. 52 for 1.5 miles. At Pennsylvania Avenue and Greenhill Avenue (Devon Condominium on right  and Emanuel Baptist Church on left) proceed through intersection to next light – make a left turn onto campus.

From Kennett Square/Chadds Ford and points northwest: From Rte. 1, take Rte 52 south toward Wilmington. After passing the Greenville shopping center on the left and crossing Rte. 141, continue for ¼ mile. Look for the University of Delaware sighn on the right by a pedestrian overpass, and turn right at the traffic light onto the campus.

OR

From Rte. 1, take Rte. 202 south into Wilmington. Just inside Wilmington, take I-95S (1/2 mile) to Exit 7N (Delaware Ave and Rte. 52). Turn right onto Delaware Avenue and move into left lane – go to next light and bear left onto Pennsylvania Avenue, Rte 52 North. Proceed north on Rte. 52 for 1.5 miles. At Pennsylvania Avenue and Greenhill Avenue (Devon Condominium on right  and Emanuel Baptist Church on left) proceed through intersection to next light – make a left turn onto campus.

Directions to Hotel:


From I-95 North: Take exit 8 in Delaware-Route 202/Concord Pike North (towards West Chester, stay to left). The hotel is 4 miles on right side.


From I-95 South/Philadelphia Airport: Take I-95 South until it splits into I-495. Bear right onto I-495 for .10 of a mile. Bear right at the 1st exit (Naamans Rd.). Make a right onto Naamans Rd. Continue for 5 miles and make a left onto Route 202 South for .5 mile. You should pass the hotel on the left and make a U-turn at the next light from the left-hand lane.


New York/New Jersey: Take the New Jersey Tpke. South to the Delaware Memorial Bridge. Follow signs for I-95 North. Take exit 8 in Delaware-Route 202/Concord Pike North (towards West Chester, stay to left). The hotel is 4 miles on right side.


Western Pennsylvania: Take I-76 East (PA Turnpike) to exit 23. Take Route 100 Southeast toward West Chester for 5 miles. Take Route 202 South and the hotel is 2 miles past the state border of Pennsylvania and Delaware. Go past the hotel and make a U-turn at the next light from the left lane. The hotel is on your right.

Transportation: The DoubleTree will provide shuttle transportation to and from the Wilmington Amtrak Station and the conference center (Arsht Hall).
