Qualifications:  M.D. or Ph.D. with experience in signal transduction and/or apoptosis. Strong background in cellular biology, mouse experiments and flow cytometry.

Research involves investigation of signal transduction pathways (MAPK in particular) in leukemias and apoptosis pathways. Our group has performed extensive analysis of MAPK and PI3K pathways in leukemia and consequence of their activation on the apoptotic machinery (Bcl-2, Bax, BAD, Survivin, XIAP). We are using in vitro systems and the NOD/Scid murine model of human leukemia to test new pathway inhibitors. Goal of the program is to bring novel molecules that affect signaling and apoptosis into clinical trials and to test their in vivo clinical and biological effects.
