
One Research Technician position is available immediately in the Laboratory of Molecular Immunology at Public Health Research Institute (New York).  The candidate should have M. Sc. degree in Biology (Ph. D. or M.D. degrees may be considered).  Some experience in cellular immunology and/or host-pathogen interactions is desirable. 


This immunological project deals with human CD8+ T-cell response in resistance to tuberculosis.  Studies include identification of CD8+ T-cell epitopes within known Mycobacteria-derived protein antigens, and isolation and characterization of the MHC class I-restricted CD8+ CTL clones specific for Mycobacteria-derived epitopes. Methodology involves tissue culture (e.g., T-cell cloning), flow cytometric analysis of T-cell populations, and cytotoxicity assays (ELISA) with peptide-pulsed and Mycobacteria-infected targets. In vivo experiments will include characterization of CTL responses to identified epitopes in mice.  Characterization of novel CTL epitopes which can elicit protective responses will help to design T-cell based vaccines against tuberculosis.
